This map is based on data compiled by Thomas Brinkhoff (citypopulation.de) and other sources. The Brinkhoff list
focuses on agglomerations, so smaller cities on the periphery of larger cities are absorbed into the total population
of the larger cities, even in cases where the smaller city has a population of over one million. For this reason,
Srinkhoff's data for CHUM's 117 agglomerations represent more than 300 cities of one million+ within that field.
